WILDERNESS FIRST RESPONDER RECERTIFICATION COURSE

COURSE DESCRIPTION

Review, practice, and stay on top of your skills with NOLS Wilderness Medicine's Wilderness First Responder
Recertification Course. This scenario-based approach to recertification provides the opportunity to test your skills
against realistic situations. You will practice and relearn wilderness medicine protocols, review evacuation and
decision-making guidelines, and receive the latest curriculum updates over the course of three days.

Successful course completion will earn the following NOLS Wilderness Medicine certifications:
v" Wilderness First Responder
v" Adult, and Child CPR & Airway Management
v' Epinephrine Auto-injector.

CLASS FORMAT
Check-in is between 7:30am and 7:45am on the first day. On subsequent days, please plan on arriving by 7:45am.
Course days run from 8:00am to 5:00pm with an hour-long break for lunch at noon.

The class format is classroom lectures integrated with practical scenarios, case studies, and skills practice sessions.
Attendance is required at all classes. Scenarios and practice sessions will take place both inside and outside. Bring
outdoor clothing appropriate for lying on the potentially wet, snowy, or cold ground, playing the role of both rescuer
and patient. Stage (moulage) blood and make-up are used to enhance the realism of a scenario. The classroom
environment generally lends itself to a pair of indoor comfy shoes.

CURRICULUM

Our curriculum has been developed and has evolved over decades by medical professionals and experts in outdoor
education. Our instructors are expert educators with years of medical and wilderness leadership experience. Please
see the WER Recert Course Outline for an overview and schedule of topics covered during your course. You can
read more about our curriculum on the NOLS website as well as view other curriculum resources here. When
taking a WFR Recert, we strongly encourage pre-course study. Students who spend time reviewing their WFR
textbook and our online curriculum resources enjoy these courses more and can focus on practicing skills and patient
interactions.

TESTING

The course will begin with a multiple-choice written test for all participants where a 70 is a passing score. Please
review NOLS online materials and your past course materials to ensure your success on this test. If you do not pass
this initial test, you will be offered a second test later in the course and the average of these scores will need to be
over 70 to pass the course.

Instructors will provide continuous evaluation and feedback throughout the course and each student will be required
to complete a practical exam. The practical exam will require students to demonstrate their patient assessment skills.
Your instructors can provide more info on testing procedures on the first day of your course.

REGISTRATION AND PAYMENT
Registration on SUMMIT is required for this Wilderness First Responder Recertification course. Tuition is due in full at
the time of registration.

Cancellation Policy
15 days or greater prior to the course start date — Students may cancel the course and will receive a refund less a
$50.00 fee.

Less than 15 days prior to the course start date - The course is non-refundable or transferable.

Attendance Policy

Students are required to attend all class sessions and field exercises. Students may miss ho more than 10% of the in-
person course hours. Students with absences exceeding 10% of in-person course hours will not be eligible for testing
and/or certification. No refunds of tuition or course costs will be offered.

Tuition Protection and Travel Insurance

In alignment with our Cancellation Policy, we will not refund or transfer any students who are unable to attend a course
within the cancellation deadline due to last-minute personal or medical issues including COVID-19; this policy is
inclusive of issues that arise once the course has started.
